Always a traveller and seeker of wild places to paint and 
photograph, she has visited extensively throughout the 
inland regions of Australia with frequent return field trips 
to the Flinders Ranges, Lake Eyre, Tibooburra and the 
Wimmera and the Mallee as well as the regeneration of 
Mt. Macedon after the Ash Wednesday fires. She has 
completed a series of 100 Australian Poets’ portrait, 
painted from life. 

More recently Jenni has been travelling to the Polar 
Regions working as an artist-in-residence aboard ice-
breaker vessels. She has worked in the Antarctic and 
the High Arctic recording the polar land and seascape in 
paint, photography, video and the written word.  

Jenni has a Master of Visual Art from Monash University 
and a diploma of Professional Writing and Editing from 
NMIT.
